
OVERVIEW
The Mattoid, the earthy yet alien creature whose guttural folk

lounge garnered critical praise for his debut Hello, is back!
After extensive touring throughout the US, insomniacal all night

writing sessions, daily meditations and prayer towards his Helsinki
homeland, The Mattoid has conjured a six song EP titled Eternifinity.
That’s right, six celebrations of twisted psychotropics, six ruminations
live from his subterranean living room, six anti-folk concoctions that
are guaranteed to get under your fingernails, cause bacterial rash, or
otherwise trigger random synaptic firings and corneal pressure.  

Via the release of Eternifinity, The Mattoid again asserts himself
as the most disturbing presence in the indie music scene, with his
bizarre combination of Scandinavian soul-punk, urban grit, and stilt-
ed, tundra sexuality. His new EP continues on the artistic path that
prompted Citizen Robot to write about his last one: “this shit is so
fucked, but fucked in a good way.” 

Certainly there’s an element of post-mod mod, folk-rock survival-
ist, plus a bit of Tom Waits with a scary accent, and a pinch of
Jonathan Richman’s lovelorn croon–but derivative associations
and free form comparisons are difficult to apply. Once again with this
sophomore effort, The Mattoid brings his unique brand of eerie cre-
ativity to the table, refining the consummately creepy and often down-
right frightening folk art form that he birthed with his debut full length.

SELLING POINTS
• The Mattoid is known for Intensely strange live performances that

leave attendees mesmerized and hungry for more, and he has a
cross-genre fan base who are intensely loyal word-of-mouth
machines.
